Our church has experienced a great deal of blessings over the last several months. Our bus

9 route is up and going and we consistently are bringing 10-20 adults, teens, and children to church each
W Sunday morning. The young Christians at our church are so excited to see God working in the lives of
.‘ our bus riders. It is always such a joy to serve others and impact their lives for Christ!
Al In July, a youth group from North Carolina came to help us conduct Vacation Bible School. We
9 averaged over 95 each night of our Bible school. Some of the people God brought to the Bible school

' have started attending our church. Recently, one of the adult men who started coming during VBS

rededicated his life to Christ. Please pray for God to continue to work in the life of Dan.

The attendance in our church services over the last six months has really grown. We have not
had but one Sunday morning since April that we did not have at least 50 or more in attendance. Many
Sunday mornings our attendance is up in the sixties. About a half a dozen Sunday's we have had
around 80 in attendance.

This increase in visitors and attenders to our Sunday morning services is very encouraging, but
what is even more encouraging to me is the number of people that come back on Sunday evening and
Wednesday evening. Our Sunday evening services averages between 40 and 50 people and our
Wednesday evening service has been averaging around 50 to 60 people. In fact, in the last couple of
weeks, we have had as many on Wednesday evening as we did on Sunday morning. It is so
encouraging to see people hungering after the Word of God in this way.

My family and I are doing very well. Our home church is flying us home at the end of October

N for a their missions conference. It will be the first time my wife and children have been back to North
k\ Carolina in five plus years.
